This means that airborne 

particles, like dust, pollens, pet dander and even viruses 

will be trapped in the AccuClean™ and not in your lungs. 

• Efficiency: Removes up to 99.98% of airborne particulate 

and allergens down to .3 microns from the filtered air in 

your home.

Common Air Contaminants
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1  Power Door
 Provides easy access to internal 

components, while featuring a filter-status 

display. Plus, its safety feature shuts 

off power when the door is opened for 

maintenance or cleaning.

2  Pre-Filter
 Traps large airborne particles so the 

reusable collection cells can operate for 

a longer period of time before cleaning is 

required. Easy removal makes vacuuming 

every 1–2 months a breeze. 

3  Field Charger
 Patented IFD technology provides a 

charged corona field that forces 100% of 

the air to pass through one of 64 openings 

ensuring maximum polarity with the 

oppositely charged collection cell.

4  Cleanable Collection Cells
 A unique design of over 10,000 

polypropylene “flutes” creates an 

extraordinary amount of surface area 

to capture particulates and allergens, 

meaning longer life between cleaning. 

Vacuuming the cells is recommended 

averagely twice a year.

5  Painted Sheet Metal Cabinet
 Constructed of heavy-duty 18-gauge 

metal to protect the filter and internal 

electronics.
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WHAT’S INSIDE THE ACCUCLEAN?

• MERV ratings don’t apply to measuring the 

effectiveness of American Standard AccuClean.™ In 

fact, AccuClean would measure higher than MERV 

rating charts and would be classified in the HEPA filter 

range.

• Clean Air Delivery Rate (CADR) is a measurement 

of the effectiveness ofcleaning the air, not just the 

effectiveness of trapping particles in a filter. American 

Standard believes this is a better way to measure 

efficiency and as a matter of fact, the AAFA testing for 

Clean Air Certification is based on this method of rating, 

not just on MERV alone.

• It’s also important to compare efficiencies of  

air cleaners at .3 microns and even down to  

.1 micron, not at larger sizes like 7 to 10 microns,  

like some competitors’ claims. This is because the 

smaller particles are the ones that get trapped in your 

lungs and cause triggers for asthma and allergy attacks.

Clean Air Delivery Rate vs MERV Ratings
Air cleaners typically use one of two ratings, Clean Air Delivery Rate (CADR) or Minimum Efficiency Rating Value (MERV). While 

many of our competitors choose MERV, here’s why American Standard uses Clean Air Delivery Rate:

Is American Standard AccuClean™ noisier than other air 
filtration systems?

 No. AccuClean doesn’t produce the zapping noises that 
electronic air cleaners do. AccuClean is virtually inaudible.

 How do the life cycle costs of an AccuClean unit compare to 
other air filtration systems?

 Unlike other systems that require a ready supply of replacement 
filters that can cost up to $200 per year, AccuClean has a 
permanent filter that does not need replacing for 5 years or 
longer, depending on cleaning cycles. 

Some people have expressed concern about the ozone 
emissions of ionizing air cleaners. Does American Standard 
AccuClean have an impact on ozone?

 AccuClean was specifically designed to fall well below the 
50 ppb FDA voluntary emission limit for medical devices. 
In fact, testing of AccuClean by third parties indicated that 
there’s no more ozone in a home with AccuClean than 
naturally occurs in the environment already.

What kind of maintenance does American Standard 
AccuClean require compared to other systems?

 With AccuClean, maintenance is cost-efficient and time-saving. 
Rather than changing filters every month, AccuClean’s 
cleanable filters need to be vacuumed once every six months, 
or more often as needed. Seasonal inspections by an 
independent American Standard Heating & Air Conditioning 
dealer are recommended. 

Is it true that AccuClean “captures” but does not “kill” germs, 
fungi, bacteria or allergens? 

 There is no way to accurately determine whether germs and 
the like can be “killed” by an air filter system. In fact, removing 
airborne fungi, bacteria and allergens from a home’s filtered air 
is far more important for you and your family’s health. Allergens 
don’t have to be alive to cause allergic reactions.
